About the Center for Pediatric Inflammatory
Bowel Disease at Connecticut Children’s 
Medical Center

The Center for Pediatric Inflammatory Bowel Disease at

CCMC is the largest clinical care center for children with

Inflammatory Bowel Disease (IBD) in Connecticut, Rhode

Island, and Western Massachusetts. Children as young as 

two years old are seen at the Center which provides care to

more than 400 children a year. Each week one to two children 

are diagnosed with IBD at CCMC. 

IBD is the term used to describe ulcerative colitis and Crohn’s 

disease, two chronic inflammatory conditions which affect 

the gastrointestinal tract. Poorly treated pediatric IBD leads 

to significant and severe gastrointestinal symptoms, growth

failure, hospitalizations, surgery and impaired quality of life. 

For the past 25 years, the Center’s Director, Dr. Jeffrey Hyams

and his colleagues have been studying the effects of the 

disease and treatments in the pediatric patient. Their studies

have resulted in advancing knowledge about IBD and other 

gastrointestinal diseases. Through active clinical and basic

research, the IBD team has made tremendous strides and

been internationally recognized for their achievements.

About the Pediatric Intensive Care Unit at
Connecticut Children’s Medical Center

When CCMC opened its doors, it became the only hospital 

in the state dedicated to care exclusively for children. Within

a few short years, the demands for the special services they 

provide exceeded original estimates by as much as 100%. As 

a result, in 2003, the Pediatric Intensive Care Unit had to 

redirect more than 30 patients to out of state hospitals

because they were filled to capacity. In response to this

demand, CCMC expanded the intensive care beds by 50%

which enables them to serve more than 650 children a year.

Many of the children treated in the PICU have undergone

major surgical procedures such as open-heart surgery, 

delicate brain surgery and complex spinal fusions. Other

patients are acutely ill or traumatically injured children.

Thanks to the Konover Charity Classic and all its sponsors,

the PICU now provides more critical care beds for children,

more room for medical staff consultation and collaboration,

and space for families to stay 

nearby to comfort and console.
